Sparks Fire at Recycling Bin

In April, a fire broke out in the recycling bin located out-
side the Riverside Public Works department. The blaze was
caused by the spontaneous combustion of solvent-soaked
construction materials that had been placed in the bin. This occurs

when a chemical reaction from solvents causes heating, often resulting

in a fire. Always consult the label on the original container of these types

of materials to learn the safest way to dispose of them. Never dispose

of flammable or hazardous materials at the Public Works Facility;
consult the list of prohibited items when you sign in. Contact the Public
Works Department at 816-741-3908 for information on acceptable materials.
